IT LEARNERSHIP – APPLICATIONS INVITED FOR THE 2009 INTAKE
The ICT and banking sectors have responded to a need for skilled IT staff with a learnership programme aimed at providing talented youngsters from the previously disadvantaged communities with advanced Information and Communication Technology training (full scholarship).  

This Learnership is offered in collaboration with Tshwane University of Technology (TUT). Learners will receive the National Certificate: Information Technology (Technical Applications) after successfully completing both the Academic and Workplace Exposure Programmes. The ITBLP courseware includes the following specialization courses: SAP; Systems Development; COBOL; IBM Mainframe; Security; IBM Web Sphere; Networking etc. The duration of the course is 18 months (comprised of 12 of institutional training and 6 months workplace training).
If vacant posts are available, employment is offered on successful completion of the course.

Admission requirements

If you have Matric (Mathematics Higher Grade “C” or Standard Grade “B”) you could be one of the lucky ones to be considered for free and advanced training in Information and Communication Technology. Std.9/Grade 11 marks and/or Pre-liminary exam results will be taken into consideration for students currently in Matric/Grade 12. 

ITBLP (sponsored by Business Connexion, South African Reserve Bank and other eight other SA organizations) offers limited opportunities to those who fall within the above-mentioned educational grades and satisfy the following admission requirements: 

· Completed matric not more than seven years ago, with at least Mathematics (Higher Grade “C” or Standard Grade “B”)
· Unemployed Bachelor of Science, Engineering  and /or IT graduates 
· Willing to study in the Gauteng Province

· Willing to undergo screening assessments for a non-refundable fee of R150.00

· Have no bad credit rating (including debt incurred at other Universities and Technikons)

· Have no criminal record
· Have SA Citizenship.
